How TO Draft the Side Form, or Second

When the bottom of arms eye line is over ten inches,

add the balance over to the top of the under-arm gore (as

shown on page 10) in draft of two under-arm gores. Two
under-arm gores are needed for all persons when the bottom

of arms eye line is over eleven inches. In any case where

you put in two under-arm gores always add the width of

the piece from the back dart to the under-arm seam at the

waist and the width of the under-arm gore at the waist

together ; when added, then divide the full amount by

three and you have the width of the piece from the back

dart to the under-arm seam, also the width of both under-

arm gores at the waist. For an illustration, suppose the

piece from the back dart to the under-arm seam is four and

a half inches and the under-arm gore at the waist is also

four and a half inches, then if we add them together we have

nine inches. Well, if we divide 9 by 3, it-gives us three inches

in each of the three pieces at the waist. In this way we
get the extra goods at the waist to make two under-arm

gores. Now if we want to put in an extra side form we
will have to take two inches from the full amount, whatever

it may be, before we divide it, then divide the balance-

The two inches taken away is the two inches we need at

the waist, in the extra side form. Two side forms are only

used for very large persons, while two under-arm gores are

often used. Look on page 10 and you will see the draft of

the two under-arm gores, also two side forms.

HOW TO TAKE MEASURE.

efore commencing to measure a person, first tie a cord moderately tight around the waist, being

sure to place it around the smallest portion of waist, immediately above the hip.

1. Neck^—Measure around the neck, at top of collar,

oderately loose, and standing behind the party being

easured.

2. Width of Chest—Measure across the chest, from

m's eye to arm's eye (having the tape straight across the

iest\ three inches below the prominent neck bones.

3. Down Front to Bottom of Arms, eye line—Place

le tape around the person being measured, close up under

e arms, having it in a true circle around the person, (be

ire it is not too high in front), then measure from the

rominent neck bones in the front, down to tape.

14. Shoulder Balance Measure—Measure from

the pin at waist-cord in the back, over point of shoulder, to

the pin at waist-cord in front. Be sure that tape passes

over the shoulder, at the point where the length of shoulder

will be.

Around the Bottom of Bust Test Measure—(This

is an extra measure, only used upon seamless garments,

which takes out all fullness at bottom of bust). Measure

the distance from the pin at waist, in front, up to the pin

at bottom of bust ; then measure from pin at waist, in back,

one-half inch higher than distance between pins mentioned

in front (placing a pin there). Then place tape around

person, just at the pin at bottom of bust, and the last pin

placed in the back, holding the tape tight, and let the lady

take as long a breath as she can, letting the tape loosen as

the person expands, yet having it drawn tight at the largest

expansion.

Measurement of Sleeves.

1. Length of Arm—Have person raise arm, bending

arm towards bust, Then measure from pin, at the right

hand end of back over point of elbow to the prominent

wrist bone at wrist joint.

2. Length to Elbow—Notice what it is while taking

length of arm.

3. Around the Arm—Measure around the aim four

inches below shoulder, having all four fingers under the

tape, and quite loose at that.

4. Around the Elbow—Place the tape around the

elbow at joint, with the person's arm, straight, after which

allow person to bend arm, until her hand touches her chin,

taking the measure without fingers under the tape, directly

over the point of elbow.

5. Around the Hand—Measure around the hand,

over the largest part of same, moderately tight.

6. Length of Inside Seam—Measure from close up

underneath the arm down to wrist joint, having the arm

by side.
